TOWN COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES DRAFT
Town Hall – February 28, 2018


CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Jarrod Pfaff called the regular meeting of the council to order at 7:00 pm.

ROLL CALL:  Mayor Jarrod Pfaff, Dave Ulrick, Tom Tevlin, Neal Leon and Cande Hasenoerhl were present.   Mark Young was absent.   Staff:  Public Works –Shon Clark, Mark Phillips and Clerk-Treasurer Candi Fisher. 

GUESTS:  Chief Jerry  Neumann and Rick Wride visited.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   Cande Hasenorehl  MOVED to approve the minutes of the previous meeting, Neal  Leon seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.    

VISITOR COMMENTS:  No comments.

POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT:    Chief Jerry Neumann was available to report.  

1) Someone has trespassed on the Jones property behind the house.  The owners have been asked to put up a barrier to keep people from going back there.  
2) The mayor asked that another check be made on another property in town. 
3) Two different areas in town are still being closely watched for subversive activity.  

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT:   Mark Phillips and Shon Clark reported:

1) Shon Clark was introduced as our new Public Works Superintendent.  He started Monday, Feb. 26.
2) A forklift, which has the turntable we need, was purchased by the Town today.  
3) No problems with the water system and WWTP at this point in time.
4) We are waiting to hear from Pullman about splitting shipping costs for the dumpsters we need.
5) Recycle bin picked up today and another one dropped off.
6) Snow plowing has taken priority at this time.  Streets have also been sanded as needed.  

NEW BUSINESS:  There was none at this time.  

OLD BUSINESS:   

Personnel Manual – David Ulrick stated that he has made the necessary corrections and has an updated version.  Candi will email a copy to the council for perusal.  

Roosters – Cande Hasenorehl spoke with Eric Hanson, town attorney, who stated the town can change the wording of the municipal code to say “roosters” specifically, but we need to give people who have roosters in Town 30 days to rehome them.  The mayor asked about the number of chickens and should it stay at three or be increased.   Mayor Pfaff stated it really depends on the amount of land they are housed on.  There was some discussion but no decision made.  

A discussion of fines for nuisance dogs followed.  The fines are already in place, but Chief Neumann was asked to start writing tickets in applicable cases.  The number of dogs per household was reviewed.  Some would like to limit it to three per household, but there was no decision at this time.  The council agreed that if the animals were barking and running about the town, or if the neighbors were complaining, then it would put them in the “nuisance” category.  

Street Levy – The special levy for streets will be voted upon on August 7, and collected in 2019.  The Mayor proposed $62,000 which is $2.59 per $1,000.  This special levy covers streets only.  Discussion followed.  David Ulrick Moved and Tom Tevlin seconded. The vote was unanimous.    

FINANCIAL:      There were no checks to approve at this time.

ADJOURNMENT:       Cande Hasenorehl  MOVED to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 p.m.  Tom Tevlin seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
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
