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TOWN COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING MINUTES DRAFT
Town Hall – March 28, 2018
 

CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Jarrod Pfaff called the regular meeting of the council to order at 7:00 pm.

ROLL CALL:  Mayor Jarrod Pfaff, Dave Ulrick, Tom Tevlin, Neal Leon, Mark Young, and Cande Hasenoerhl were present.   Staff:  Public Works –Shon Clark, Mark Phillips.  Clerk-Treasurer Candi Fisher was absent.

GUESTS:  Bruce Roper

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   Neal Leon MOVED to approve the minutes of the previous meeting, Dave Ulrick seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.    

VISITOR COMMENTS:  Bruce Roper would like to know if the outstanding utility bill for his rental house could be reduced.  The tennant was unable to make payments and the water was shut off in November.  Council decided that Mr. Roper would pay the last month owing and the remaining amount would be billed to Mike Clark the former tennat.  Cande Hasenorehl MOVED that Mr. Roper pay the last month in the amount of $119.48.    Dave Ulrick seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT:    Officer Joe Hanley was available to report.  

1. Officer Hanley introduced the new police hire, Joel Anderson, and gave some background information on Officer Anderson.
2. They are still dealing with the clean up at the Jones location and an issue on Adams Street.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT:   Shon Clark reported:

1. 6 manholes have been repaired, these 6 are the worst out the manholes that need repaired.  He needs to purchase more sealant to continue working down the list.
2. They have filled two scrap metal dumpsters and cleaned the metal recycling area.
3. They have hauled some eco blocks for the rock containment, will continue to haul more on Mondays.
4. They have jetted a few manholes and they seem to be flowing better.
5. They have run the sewer camera on the line running through Curry’s property and have located the entire sewer line.  
6. The garbage truck fuel gauge has been fixed.  Also, the rear seal and the front windshield have been replaced.

NEW BUSINESS:  There was discussion about people with more than 3 dogs in town and recent complaints.   It was discussed this can be handled through the current ordinances without any changes.  Council will not ask officers to go door to door looking for citizens with more than three dogs, but will handle the issue if complaints arise.
Council members mentioned they have received complaints from citizens about the difficulty in navigating the sidewalk on the north side of  California St. between 2nd and 3rd.  This is especially problematic for some tenants of the Assisted Care that take walks during the day.  Letters will be sent to downtown businesses to remind them to keep the sidewalks clear.  


OLD BUSINESS:   

RMSA Grant – The town has received a RMSA grant from AWC for $5,000 to purchase two flashing speed limit signs.  These will be the same signs that Oakesdale has.  There was some discussion on the placement of the signs.  Officer Hanley will let the mayor know where he would like them placed.

Roosters – Cande Hasenorehl  presented Ordinance No. 464-N,  the proposed changes to Chapter 8.06.030 of the town municipal code concerning keeping livestock and fowl within town limits.  The changes would be allowing up to no more than 10 live fowl at any given time except upon written permission of the council, and making it unlawful to keep roosters within the town limits.  It was discussed to allow people 60 days to comply with the new changes. Letters will be sent to individuals who currently house roosters.  Neal Leon MOVED to approve Ordinance 464-N, Mark Young seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.             

FINANCIAL:      Cande Hasenorehl  MOVED to pay the bills.  Neal Leon seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT:       Cande Hasenorehl  MOVED to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 p.m.      Dave Ulrick     seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
